Artist Emeka Ogboh’s (b. 1975, Nigeria) newly commissioned sound installation sited in Edinburgh’s Burns Monument is a response to the ongoing theatre surrounding the U.K.’s departure from the European Union.
The sound installation features the recorded voices of citizens from each nation state of the European Union, singing Auld Lang Syne – a song which has come to represent solidarity, friendship and open doors – in their mother tongue. The resulting polyphonic choir affects a complex interweaving of language, syntax, cadence and rhythm.

Christian's new commission responds to the City Dome at Collective, originally built to house an astronomical telescope, with a large-scale textile - Flower-Necklace-Cargo-Net and an accompanying printed newspaper.
The new tapestry combines Christian’s mark-making with industrial carpet tufting to explore how questions of labour, authorship and materiality define the fine and applied arts. Made using an industrial hand-held carpet-tufting gun, Christian explores the potential capacity of this machine as a mark-making tool rather than its primary function in a rote manufacturing process. By using the tufting tool’s nimbleness as an equivalent to a pencil, spray can, paintbrush, or tattoo needle, Christian questions how textile works are positioned between art and craft.

From the desire to capture the essence of the simplicity of the movement of a falling leaf. Alan has been looking at the transitory nature of the seasons, with particular interest in the autumn time.
The artwork consists of acrylic encased leaves which are preserved and suspended in front of mirrored panels to allow for interplays of light and give depth to the work. The works which are mounted in acrylic cases investigate ideas of the suspension of the natural decomposition of nature and the suspension of time and movement as the dried leafs are halted permanently in space.
As a blind artist, the tactile qualities of the contrasting materials and techniques that were needed to make these works was very important. Also the works came about after a long journey of experimentation and discovery that started from the desire to present the simple beauty of a dried leaf.
Alan hopes to show his work as just another perspective of the World but from the less acknowledged or known about area of blindness and sight loss.

Phrenology was the study of the skull in relation to personality and behaviour. Phrenologists believed that the brain was made up of different organs or zones, and these zones corresponded to a different attribute like secretiveness and assertiveness.
An abundance of this attribute would manifest itself in a bump on the skull, and phrenologists believed that by analysing these bumps you could determine someone’s personality.
Devised by Franz Joseph Gall and his apprentice Johann Casper Spurzheim in the late eighteenth century, phrenology quickly spread throughout Europe and North America.

The exhibition also includes a blackboard drawing and photogravures that together examine performance and its relationship to fiction, the imagination and the collective effort of artist and audience. Turning truth into fiction and unspooling the threads of narrative even as they seem to be weaving them into a convincing tale, these beguiling, entrancing works offer another window into the imagination of this most complex of artists.

‘Kaleidoscope: a blind vision of colour and light’ will express Rosita McKenzie and Fiona Powell’s ways of seeing through abstract depictions of the landscape and world around them.
Rosita has won various awards for her photography and runs alternative photography workshops across Europe for sighted and non-sighted people alike.
“My photography is about many things but especially the ‘lived experience’ with all its wonder and diversity,” she says. “I believe that sight loss is not a curse but a great opportunity to explore another dimension of human existence. For others, however, severe sight loss is a mysterious and fearful thing.
“So I am creating a body of digital and tactile imagery to encourage the questions which sighted people are too embarrassed to ask. Inclusivity is a fundamental element of my arts practice and, in order to achieve the fullest accessibility for my audiences, I work with colleagues who help me to create tactile and audible replicas of my images.”
Fiona Powell developed sight loss in her late teens which was fully diagnosed when she was 21 and a student at Duncan of Jordanstone College of Art.
“I was told my eye sight would progressively get worse as I became older and that has indeed happened,” she says. “Everything has become blurry, with pulsing lights getting in the way and I can’t make out people’s faces anymore.” Her paintings in the exhibition attempt to convey what remains of her vision. “Often objects can seem quite surreal and landscapes become patterns of colour,” she explains.

Lee Lozano was a major figure in the New York art scene of the 1960s and early 1970s, making furiously inventive, irreverent and often tiny paintings and drawings; vast, abstracted paintings that sometimes used tools as their starting point; and conceptual works which took the form of instructions: ‘investment piece: be the recipient of a grant. Invest half the money on the stock exchange and hold purchase for a minimum time period of six months’.
These works, called ‘language pieces’ by Lozano, culminated in General Strike Piece (‘gradually but determinedly avoid being present at official or public “uptown” functions or gatherings related to the “art world’’…’) and then Dropout Piece which saw Lozano leave New York and the art scene entirely. Her radical approach to art and life, in particular her systematic refusal to engage with the institutions and support structures of the art world, led somewhat inevitably to her work being neglected and becoming much less well known over time. Recently, this has begun to change, and we are proud to make this contribution to the reassessment of Lozano’s work.
This exhibition brings together work from across Lozano’s career. A selection of small paintings from 1962 will be shown alongside a selection of drawings from around the same time – metamorphic and often suggestive. Four vast, abstracted paintings will be contextualised both by related drawings and previously unseen notes, instructions and lists. A restaging of Infofiction, the exhibition of language pieces she made in Halifax, Nova Scotia in 1971, a few months before her exit from the art world, completes the exhibition, drawing visitors into the world of Lozano’s innovative and uncompromising artistic imagination; the world of a supremely talented painter who in the end prioritised thinking over doing.

In April 1874 a group of young artists defied the official Paris Salon by setting up their own independent exhibition. Including works by Claude Monet, Pierre-Auguste Renoir, Camille Pissaro, Edgar Degas and Berthe Morisot, it became known as the first Impressionist exhibition, after the initial use of the term in an article critical of the works.
The Impressionists rejected the old-fashioned tenets of the French academy with its emphasis on draughtsmanship, ‘finish’ and historical subject matter. Instead, they aimed to capture the transience of nature, the fleeting moment.
Embracing the ideas of Charles Baudelaire, the Impressionists were encouraged to leave their studios and paint their immediate environment. Working 'en plein air' was a fundamental principle of Impressionism along with a need to be in tune with the contemporary world and the fleeting experiences of urban life.  Working on small, portable canvases in the open air, they achieved sparkling effects, not by broken tones and contrasts, but by a division of colour, applying the paint in short, fragmented brushstrokes.
Despite the initial criticisms, Impressionism paved the way for modern movements, with its emphasis on technique over subject matter shaking the foundations of academic art.

Comprising nearly two million specimens, the entomology collection is over 150 years in the making and contains material from all over the world. The Weaver's Apprentice tells the story of the Dovecot apprenticeship, featuring objects from the organisation’s archive, as well as historic and current works.
The loss of Dovecot’s founding master weavers, John ‘Jack’ Glassbrook and Gordon Berry in 1917 during World War 1, might have seen the end of the Tapestry Studio before it had fully begun, but the young apprentices Ronald Cruickshank, Richard Gordon and David Lindsay Anderson returned to continue weaving at the Studio. A new group of apprentices was recruited after 1919 and the cycle of activity at the Studio continued. This exhibition commemorates the 100th anniversary of the deaths of Glassbrook and Berry in 1917, and celebrates the legacy of their apprentices’ work.
Dovecot’s master weavers continue to teach new apprentices and the roots of their skills and knowledge can be traced back to those original founding weavers. The methods for teaching remain remarkably similar – beginning with simple triangular and curved forms in tapestry weaving. From apprentice pieces created by Dovecot’s first weavers, and the works of many apprentices in between, the exhibition brings this story to the present day, featuring sample works by current apprentice Ben Hymers.
The exhibition includes the loan of The Chace from Hampshire Cultural Trust – an important tapestry produced by Morris & Co. and woven by Dovecot’s founding weavers after their own apprenticeships with William Morris. Apprentice weaver Ben Hymers’ apprentice piece Hipsters Love Triangles, and his study work, Penelope, is also on view, along with his reactions to the six generations of apprentices who have gone before him.

Wealthy, influential and politically savvy the Tweeddale family was at the heart of Scottish society in the second half of the seventeenth century.  At the head of the family was John Hay (1626 – 1697), 2nd Earl and later 1st Marquess of Tweeddale.
Tweeddale's marriage to Lady Jean Scott (1629-1688), second daughter of the Borders landowner Walter Scott, 1st Earl of Buccleuch, brought him wealth, opportunity, and a large family - the couple had several children. Members of the Tweeddale dynasty married into some of the most noble families in Scotland and England.
The highlight of the exhibition is the fascinating group portrait of the Marquess and his family, attributed to the Flemish artist Sir John Baptiste de Medina, which was painted around 1695.
While several members of the Tweeddale family are acknowledged for their contribution to politics, the military and for their strategic marriage matches, their role as patrons of the arts and architecture is often overlooked. The family were enthusiastic art collectors who commissioned portraits and landscapes by established and little-known artists, particularly those of Dutch, Flemish and German origin including, Sir Anthony van Dyck, Sir Peter Lely, Gerard Soest and Sir John Baptiste de Medina. The Goldfinch will travel to the Scottish National Gallery from its home in the Royal Picture Gallery Mauritshuis, in The Hague. The painting has never before been shown in Scotland, and has only been exhibited in the UK on a handful of occasions. When it was last shown outside the Netherlands, at the Frick Collection in New York in 2014, it was seen by a record-breaking 200,000 people (many of whom happily endured long queues in sub-zero temperatures).
Carel Fabritius (1622-1654) is often seen as the link between two giants of Dutch painting: Rembrandt van Rijn (1609-69), in whose workshop he was a star pupil and Johannes Vermeer (1632-75), on whose work he had a considerable influence. An artist of remarkable skill, Fabritius was tragically killed at the age of 32, when a gunpowder store exploded, destroying large parts of the city of Delft and killing hundreds of its residents. It is presumed that much of Fabritius’s work was lost in the explosion, and only around a dozen of his paintings survive. Among these The Goldfinch, which was painted in the year he died, is considered by many to be his masterpiece.

Constructed entirely from discarded computer fans, Yann Seznec's new work is a physical and sonic experience, drawing on real-time weather data from around the world to move air around the visitor. The installation will be created from hundreds of fans controlled by real-time weather data, and drawing on wind conditions in South Africa, New Zealand, England, Canada and India, and will offer a portrait, at once accurate and abstract, of the Commonwealth. If Seznec’s earlier works have made visible hidden natural processes that surround us, Currents allows us to experience large scale global movements (economic and meteorological) in microcosm.
Artist and musician Yann Seznec often uses technology as a medium to reveal natural processes that are imperceptible to the human eye or ear. Currents expands Seznec’s interest in technology as a tool, to consider how it shapes our environment. Computer fans are now a ubiquitous technology, used to cool down machinery when we produce, consume or analyse information. Frequently discarded, the fans point to our obsession with change, as well as the realities of a global economy that make it cheaper to produce anew rather than repair.
